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Knowing what we mean when we use the stained
-glass words – and having real (even modern 
English equivalents) that we also use is powerful. 
Developing – and using –  contemporary (and 
personal) vocabulary about God can help us not 
only express our faith better, but give us 
confidence we need when we deal with complex, 
controversial, matters. 
 
One of the places this can start is in the careful 
study of the gospels.  Four authors,  four views, 
four potentially distinct emerging Christian 
theologies that were so important that they 
became the core of the best-selling document of 
all time. Each Gospel author writes for their own 
time and audience, with a vocabulary and 
approach that they use to express the truth about 
Jesus the Christ. At 8 a.m. Sunday mornings in 
the church library (early, I know) we are taking a 
look at some important and popular passages “in 
parallel” – that is seeing the distinctions and 
character of each gospel writer, to help us not 
only get to know them and better understand the 
character of the early church, but to see how 
their faith shapes their vocabulary, and how for 
us, that vocabulary shapes our faith. All are 
welcome, no prior experience required. Each 
week is a new, short, passage is explored, feel 
free to jump in anytime.

Hearing the gospel authors speak is sometimes a 
harder task than we think. Taking time to read 
the scripture, or even listen with intent and    
concentration can be hard when the text is 2,000 
years removed from our present circumstances, 
and sometimes not even translated well for our 
hearing. Years of reading the Gospels as “The 
Gospels” has left some of us with a Christian 
tradition that identifies and highlights, without 
explaining or exploring, important phrases and 
concepts. Words like “Spirit”, “Heaven”, “Glory”, 
“Lord” or “Kingdom of God” * sort of fade into 
the stained glass of our Christian culture and 
environment, casting a warm and familiar glow 
on all that we say and do. This can be            
comforting, but it can also prevent us from     
seeing outside clearly, or inviting others to see 
in. 
 
Part of the small “e” evangelical aspect of our 
Christian calling is to live our values and express 
our faith in ways that are educational and useful 
to the world – especially those who are      
searching and asking basic questions about God 
and faith.
